Pada Tabel 1. diperlihatkan kurikulum K2020 Program Magister Ilmu Ekonomi menurut 

kelompoknya sebagaimana yang dikemukakan sebelumnya.

Mapping of K2020 Curriculum for the Master of Economics Program 

Based on the guidelines for preparing the K2020 Postgraduate IPB curriculum in 2020, the 

number of credits that must be fulfilled to be able to complete the study to obtain a master's degree 

at IPB University is a minimum of 36 credits and a maximum of 39 credits. To be able to fulfill 

the total credit, courses (MK) are grouped into six subject groups as follows (Kusnandar 2019): 

(8) Common Course   : postgraduate compulsory courses 

(9) Foundational course : basic courses / pillars of study program 



(10) Academic Core Course: compulsory courses of study program / specialization 

compulsory 

(11) In-depth Course : elective courses of study program 

(12) Enrichment Course    : enrichment courses from outside the study program 

(13) Final (Assignment or project) : a series of independent research activities (theses) 

attended by students under the guidance of the supervisory commission 

(14) Learning Hours : Independent activities participated by students that can be 

counted as credits, evaluated and obtained quality letters 

For each group of subjects, the minimum and maximum amount of credit has been determined 

which can be seen in Table 1.

In Table 1, the K2020 Masters Program curriculum in Economics is shown according to 

the group as stated earlier. The total curriculum reaches the maximum score set by Postgraduate 

IPB, which is 39 credits because the previous number of credits was relatively large. In this case, 

the number of courses did not change compared to the previous condition, only for most of the 

courses, the credit score was reduced from 3 to 2 credits. Besides that, there was also a change in 

the position of courses, from the FC and ACC groups to the IC groups. 

Detailed descriptions of what courses are included in the CC, FC, ACC, IC course groups 

and what are included in the “Final Assignment” can be seen in Table 2. The table also shows the 

courses that are included in the IC group, which is elective courses of study program consisting of 

MK Econometrics II which must be taken in the 2nd semester as well as groups of specialization 



courses. There are 5 groups of specialization courses and students are required to choose three 

courses or 6 credits of interest.

Prerequisite Subject: EKO 500, EKO 502 and EKO 504 

 

EKO 603 Econometrics II  2(2-0) 2 

 Brief Description:  This course is a continuation of econometrics I. The subjects explained 

here are simultaneous equation models, data smoothing methods, autoregressive (AR) time series 

models, autoregressive moving average (ARMA), autoregressive integrated moving average 

(ARIMA), conditional heteroscedasticity models, vector autoregression, error correction and also 

state space model. 

Prerequisite Subject: EKO 508 

 

EKO 605  Research Methodology 3(3-0) 2 

 Brief Description:  This subject addresses the conception of economic research 

methodology, philosophical foundation, research planning, and sample collecting process. Cases 

of economic research will be discussed in detail associated with the philosophy of economic 

research. 

Prerequisite Subject: EKO 502 and EKO 504 

 

EKO 611  Monetary Economics 2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description:  This course provides explanations about monetary theories and policies 

emphasizing on theoretical and empirical modelling and its relevance on Indonesia and other 

developing countries. Inter-temporal and stochastic approach is used in this subject. The topics 

covered are money supply and demand, monetary transmission policy mechanism, and certain 

topics in monetary policies including output and price stabilization, inflation targeting and also 

monetary policies in an uncertain situation and open economy.  

Prerequisite Subject: EKO 504 

 

EKO 612 Economics of Banks 2(2-0) 3 

 and Other Financial Institutions 

 Brief Description: This subject addresses the new paradigm in monetary economics 

especially about credit approach.  At the beginning of the course, asymmetric information & 

agents’ problem in banking intermediation, external funding for production in the real sector, and 

banking system development are discussed. Furthermore, the financial system equilibrium, the 

link between bank credits and monetary policy, the problems and effects of bank independency 

and also the importance of banking regulations are addressed. Apart from theoretical studies, 

during this course students will also study the cases of Indonesian banking. 

Prerequisite Subject : EKO 502 and EKO 611 

 

EKO 613  International Finance  2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description:  This course covers the theories and policies of international finance. 

Students are also obliged to do a little research. In this subject macroeconomic and international 

finance theories and their applications are discussed. The theories explained in this course are 

exchange rates, monetary and fiscal policies in an open economy, balance of payments, fixed and 

floating exchange rate, future, options and also international portfolio management. 



Prerequisite Subject : EKO 504 

 

EKO 614  Fiscal Analysis 2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description:  This subject explains the budget conception done by the government, 

its role and optimization in supporting a fair economic growth. Furthermore, the optimum tax 

application is also discussed. 

Prerequisite Subject : EKO 504 

 

EKO 621  International Trade Analysis 2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description: This course explains the trade theories in the Ricardian, Heckscher-

Ohlin, and Krugman model. The international trade analysis addresses the pattern of international 

trade and also the policy analysis which follows. Furthermore, the economic globalization issue 

and economic integration associated with trade blocks are also covered. 

Prerequisite Subject : EKO 504 and EKO 506 

 

EKO 623 International Economic Relations 2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description:  this subject explains to the students about the history and importance 

of economic cooperation, economic globalization, world economic cooperation institutions, 

integration theories and the latest issues of both regional and international economic cooperation. 

Prerequisite Subject : EKO 504 

 

EKO 624  Development Economics 2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description: this course explains the theories of development economics, covering 

from neoclassical economics until the perspective of new institutional theories formulated to 

handle economic problems such as poverty, unemployment, and resources extraction. Various 

models and theories of economic growth and industrialization process are also delivered. 

Prerequisite Subject : EKO 504 

 

EKO 630  Public Economics  2(2-0) 3 

 Content Summary: This course discusses concepts and theories regarding economics and 

public finance. These concepts and theories are useful for understanding the behavior of the supply 

and consumption of public goods as well as understanding various aspects of the taxation system 

that are the source of public spending (public finance) to provide these public goods. 

Prerequisite Subject : EKO 502 and EKO 504 

 

EKO 631  Regional Economics 2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description: the Regional Economic course addresses the interactions in spatial 

environment in economic activities. The topics discussed in this subject are the industrial and 

residential location theory, land use, inter-regional resource flow, and regional growth.  Various 

regional economic policies in Indonesia are also discussed. 

Prerequisite Subject: EKO 502 and EKO 504 

    

EKO 632  Regional Economic Policies 2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description:  This subject is a continuation of the Regional and Rural Economics.  In 

this course the translations of principles obtained from Regional and Rural Economic policies 

approach into more practical policies in the Indonesian economy context. 



Prerequisite Subject : EKO 631 

 

 

 

EKO 633  Political Economics 2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description:  This course addresses both the theoretical and the empirical aggregative 

approach to link the variables of economy and politics through the approach of the liberal theory, 

radical theory, heterodox theory, and eclectic theory. The main topics covered in this subject are 

liberal theory approach, radical theory approach, and heterodox theory approach. The topics of 

empirical political economics problems such as globalization, ecology, poverty, industrialization, 

corruption, institutional, and foreign debt are also discussed.  

Prerequisite Subject : EKO 504 

 

EKO 640  Fiqh Muamalat  2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description:  This subject addresses Islamic law (sharia law) in business and trade 

and its implementation in the economic activities. In addition, this subject also explains the design 

of financial products in the sharia financial institution. 

Prerequisite Subject : EKO 502, EKO 504, EKO 505, EKO 506 

 

EKO 641  Islamic Financial Institution 2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description: This subject explains the philosophy and the basic concept of sharia 

financial system, regulation in the sharia financial system, and its instruments and institution 

aspects. 

Prerequisite Subject : EKO 502, EKO 504, EKO 505, EKO 506 

 

EKO 643  Islamic Public Finance 2(2-0) 3 

 Brief Description: This subject addresses the basic concept of public finance, its 

instruments, the sources of country's revenue and expenditure based on sharia law. Two 

approaches will be presented in the subject, namely classic and contemporary. This subject will 

also explains the impact of sharia-based public finance on the economic stability. 

Prerequisite Subject : EKO 502, EKO 504, EKO 505, EKO 506 

 

PPS 500  English  3(0-0) 1 

 This objective of this course is to study English needed by students especially to read books 

used in the lectures. Students are said to pass this subject if they obtain a TOEFL score at least 

450. Students who already have a TOEFL score of 450 or more are not required to take this course. 

 

PPS 699  Thesis  6(0-0) 4 

 Brief Description:  The final assignment begins with the decision of the supervisor 

commissioner which consists of two lecturers. After the research proposal is approved by the 

supervisors, students have to present it in a colloquium. Students can start their research after 

receiving and applying the suggestions and evaluations from the colloquium and their supervisors. 

The temporary results of the research are presented in a seminar. The final assignment is completed 

by an oral exam tested by the supervisor commissioners and an examiner outside the 

commissioner.

B2. Mapping of K2020 Curriculum for Doctoral Program in Economics 

Based on the guidelines for preparing the K2020 Postgraduate IPB curriculum in 2020, the 

number of credits that must be fulfilled to be able to complete the study to obtain a doctorate at 

IPB University is a minimum of 42 credits and a maximum of 45 credits. To be able to fulfill the 

total credit, courses (MK) are grouped into six subject groups as follows (Kusnandar 2019): 

(1) Common Course   : postgraduate compulsory courses 

(2) Foundational course : basic courses / pillars of study program 

(3) Academic Core Course: compulsory courses of study program / specialization compulsory 



(4) In-depth Course : elective courses of study program 

(5) Enrichment Course    : enrichment courses from outside the study program 

(6) Final (Assignment or project) : a series of independent research activities (theses) attended 

by students under the guidance of the supervisory commission 

(7) Learning Hours : Independent activities participated by students that can be counted 

as credits, evaluated and obtained quality letters 

For each group of subjects, the minimum and maximum amount of credit has been determined 

which can be seen in Table 3.

In Table 3, the K2020 Doctoral Program curriculum in Economics is shown according to 

the group as stated earlier. The total curriculum reaches the maximum score set by Postgraduate 

IPB, which is 45 credits because the previous number of credits was relatively large. In this case, 

the number of courses did not change compared to the previous condition. 

Detailed descriptions of what courses are included in the CC, FC, ACC, IC course groups 

and what are included in the “Final Assignment” can be seen in Table 4.  Table 4 also shows the 

courses that are included in the IC group, which is elective courses of study program consisting of 

Econometrics II course which must be taken in the 2nd semester. There are 5 groups of 

specialization courses and students are required to choose three courses or 9 credits of interest.

B3.  Course Syllabus 

EKO 702 Advanced Microeconomics 3(3-0) 2 

Brief Description: Content Summary: This course discusses the behavior of economic actors in 

decision making through the perspective of modern microeconomics. In the initial stages of 

lectures, the discussion focused on consumer and corporate theory. The balance of consumers and 

producers is further discussed in more depth through the partial equilibrium and general 

equilibrium approaches. In-depth analysis was also carried out on the topics of social choice and 

welfare, game theory, information economics and auctions and mechanism design. All of these 

topics are discussed in examples of completion and practice.   

Prerequisite Subjects    : EKO 502, EKO 505 

 

EKO 703 Advanced Macroeconomics 3(3-0) 2 

Brief Description: This course discusses economic fluctuations and the role of government 

policies to overcome them. Topics include the relationship between monetary policy and output, 

the economic costs of economic fluctuations, the costs and benefits of price stability, and the role 

of the central bank. The discussion uses the real business cycle approach and the new Keynesian 

model. 

Prerequisite Subjects   :  EKO 504, EKO 506 

 

EKO 704 Advanced Econometrics 3(3-0) 2 

Brief Description: This course discusses various methods and models of econometrics which 

consist of three levels of knowledge namely probability, estimation and modeling. As a basic 

analysis, understanding is given including matrix algebra, probability theory, multiple regression, 

stationary and non-stationary stochastic processes, asymptotic distribution theory, Monte Carlo 

methods, numerical optimization, and macroeconometric models. More in-depth analysis 

addresses matters relating to non-stationary univariate time series models, covariance stationary 

vector time-series, causality, feedback and exogeneity, maximum likelihood estimation of vector 

processes, cointegration, and state-space models. Everything is discussed in examples of 

completion and practice. 

Prerequisite Subjects    : EKO 504, EKO 508 and EKO 601 

 

EKO 731 
Advance Regional Economic Theories and 

Policies 
2(2-0) 3 



Brief Description: This course is a continuation of Regional Economics (S1 and S2) courses. The 

emphasis is on the discussion of theories, especially Location Theory and Regional Economic 

Growth Theory. 

Prerequisite Subjects    : EKO 632 

 

EKO 733                     Advance Development and Political Economics 2(2-0) 3 

Content Summary: This course discusses in-depth current research on important issues in 

advanced development economics. Subject topics include methodological aspects in measuring 

poverty and policy evaluation as well as introducing new directions for aspects of development in 

the macroeconomic and microeconomic spheres as well as political relations and development 

policies. 

Prerequisite Subjects   : EKO 502, EKO 504, EKO 624 

 

EKO 732          Advance Financial and Public Economics 2(2-0) 3 

Brief Description: Public Economics discusses the theory and optimal tax policy, especially tax 

theory, the effect of taxes on labor supply and savings, corrective taxes (externalities) and 

government spending policies. Furthermore, the theory and policy of government expenditure 

discusses the theory of public goods, social safety programs (health policy, education, etc.), and 

income redistribution. An in-depth study was carried out by introducing the latest research in public 

policy, with a main focus on the impact of taxes and government policies on household and 

corporate behavior.  

Prerequisite Subjects   :  EKO 502, EKO 504, EKO 630 

 

EKO734 Advance Labor Economics 3(3-0) 3 

The study of labor economics seeks to understand the relationship between workers and employers. 

It's important to society as it determines wages, the causes of discrimination, the impact of 

migration on employment, and how governments should manage recessions.  There are two sides 

to labour economics. Labour economics can generally be seen as the application of microeconomic 

or macroeconomic techniques to the labour market. Microeconomic techniques study the role of 

individuals and individual firms in the labour market. Macroeconomic techniques look at the 

interrelations between the labour market, the goods market, the money market, and the foreign 

trade market. It looks at how these interactions influence macro variables such as employment 

levels, participation rates, aggregate income and gross domestic product. 

 

EKO 711   Advanced Monetary Economics    2(2-0)  



Brief Description: This course discusses advanced monetary economic theory and policy. In 

particular, the course will analyze current debate and empirical research to complete a basic 

understanding of monetary economic theory and policy in the classic article. The course discusses 

the global financial crisis and the role of financial institutions and monetary policy in dealing 

with crises. 

Prerequisite Subjects   : EKO 504, EKO 506, and EKO 611  

 

EKO 712 Advance International Finance 2(2-0) 2 

Brief Description: This subject will discuss new paradigms in monetary economics, especially the 

credit approach. The lecture will begin by discussing information asymmetry theory and agency 

problems in banking intermediation, the role of external financing in production activities in the 

real sector, and the development of the banking system. Next will be discussed regarding the 

general equilibrium of the financial sector, the relationship between bank credit and monetary 

policy, and the problems and effects of banking liberation, and the importance of banking 

regulation. The development of conventional and sharia banking will also be discussed in depth. 

In addition, non-bank developments in credit financing will also be discussed further (insurance, 

pension funds, leasing, etc.). To strengthen the understanding of theoretical lectures will also be 

equipped with a review of the cases of banking and other financial institutions in Indonesia. 

Prerequisite Subjects    : EKO 613 

 

EKO 721                     Advance International Trade 2(2-0) 2 

Brief Description: This course discusses the theories, models and policies of international trade 

and analyzes the topic of empirical studies. Theories and models of international trade such as 

Ricardian, Heckscher-Ohlin, International Trade Standards, Increasing Scale of Business and 

Monopolistic Competition were learned at the beginning of lectures. Tariff and Non-Tariff Trade 

Policies, Integration and bilateral and multilateral trade cooperation as well as several topics such 

as Oligopoly and Dumping, Industrial organizations in international trade, and international trade 

and the environment are deepened in this course. 

Prerequisite Subjects    : EKO 504, EKO 506 and EKO 621 

 

EKO 743                                          Advance Islamic Fiqh and Mu'amalat 2(2-0) 

Brief Description: This course explains the laws in business and business in accordance with 

Islamic law and their application in economic activities and product design in Islamic financial 

institutions.  

 

EKO 741                                     Advance Islamic Financial Institution   2(2-0) 



Brief Description: This course discusses the basic philosophies and concepts of the Islamic 

financial system, Islamic financial system regulations, instruments and institutions in the Islamic 

financial market. 

EKO 743                                          Advance Islamic Public Finance 2(2-0) 

Brief Description: This course presents a discussion of the basic concepts of public finance, 

public financial instruments, sources of state revenue and expenditure in both classical and 

contemporary sharia, and the impact of public finance on economic stability.
